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I love food. In grade school I was 

in the 4-H cooking program.

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Financial Update 
May was a good month for our finances. 

It was reported that a number of people 

who were behind in their giving have caught up and, 

in fact, some ten giving units have now given more 

than they pledged. I want to add the committee’s 

thanks to that which I am sure you have already re-

ceived from the Lord. The result is that we gained 

about $900 on the budget shortfall I described in the 

last Circuit Rider and in my presentation to the con-

gregation. The net result is, unfortunately, that we 

are still more than $4500 behind where we projected 

we need to be in order to make it through the sum-

mer when giving is down and the Preschool is not in 

session, as well as that needed to end the year in 

the black. Copies of the financial statements are in 

the information racks near each entrance if you 

would like more detail.  

To avoid a cash flow problem in the coming months, 

I would like to ask that you keep up your pledges 

through the summer months when other activities 

often keep us away from regular worship. A good 

idea would be to provide your offering in advance, or 

if that is not possible, mail it in. Also, think how good 

you would feel to join the group that is giving more 

than they pledged. We indeed have a calling here. 

Let’s be sure we answer.

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Several times in the past there 

have been situations when the staff 

and other church friends have not 

been able to contact people within 

the congregation. A common sce-

nario is that we receive a call that 

someone is in the hospital and 

when we call, the hospital operator 

tells us that the person has already 

been released. Privacy laws pre-

clude the hospital from disclosing 

any information about the patient. 

Frequently the person has been 

sent to a rehabilitation or assisted 

care facility before returning home. 

Sometimes the patient is staying 

with family members, but the staff 

does not have contact information . 

It can take several days before the 

staff can track down where the 

church family member is staying. 

This is very stressful for everyone 

involved; the staff wants to make 

contact with our church family 

member to offer pastoral care and 

support and the person may be 

wondering why they have not heard 

from the church. It is a no-win sce-

nario all the way around.  

In order to alleviate these situa-

tions, the staff is compiling a list of 

emergency contact phone numbers 

and email addresses for our church 

family. We would like to know how 

to contact a family member or any 

other designated person so there is 

no time lost when there is a need 

for pastoral care. The emergency 

contact information will be kept in a 

secure file and only staff members 

or people they designate to assist 

will have access to the information.

As an ordained elder my church membership is held 

by a body called the Pacific Northwest Annual Con-

ference. The title refers to our yearly meeting, but the 

title also represents the body of people, clergy and 

lay who are members of that gathering. We meet in 

different locations, but whenever and wherever we 

meet we are the church together. Our lay members 

Bonnie Rappe and Douglas Evans joined me this 

year for an inspirational time of teaching, worship 

and administrative work of the church. There are a 

few key words from this gathering that are sticking 

with me that I want to share with you. 

The first set of words is “every church a mission out-

post, every member a missionary.”  This statement 

reminds me that while I have an office in a particular 

place and while we have a building that helps us to 

gather, our work is not only in our building’s location. 

Our call is to transform lives with the grace of our 

Lord Jesus Christ, wherever those people may be. 

Often it happens when we are active in the commu-

nity such as our mission work with the WHO shelter 

or Hearthwood School. Sometimes it happens in a 

conversation at the coffee shop or at the bus stop. 

We are all missionaries to this community.   

The second word is “encounter.”  How are we provid-

ing opportunities for people to encounter God’s word, 

to encounter God’s grace, so that their lives may be 

transformed? What if we encountered God together 

in another location? Some are studying scripture in 

pubs and coffee shops. Where might we have a 

gathering to encounter God’s living word? 

The third set of words is “Meaning not meetings.” Our 

guest teacher for Annual Conference was the Rev. 

Mike Slaughter from Ginghamsburg Church in Ohio. 

He reminded us that people are looking for more 

meaning in church not more meetings. (Duh, I know.) 

So the church leadership here at Mill Plain is already 

considering how may our meetings have more mean-

ing and how may we have fewer meetings but more 

meaning in our church life and work?
